1/48th Scale Griffin Class Star Fighter

The Griffin class star fighter was introduced in 2186 by the IHMJ Engineering Corp. as a multi-use star fighter platform.  Griffins are equipped with two heavy blasters mounted to the swept wings, a KTB-900 targeting/sensor suite, and heavy shields.  The engines and reinforced airframe were designed to accommodate a variety of weapon hard points for multiple weapon payload types and sizes.  Griffin variants include ground support, fighter interceptor (shown), heavy assault, and reconnaissance.

The Griffin is renowned for its firepower and durability.  This was best demonstrated by Capt. Lee B. Stetson (pilot) and Lt. Michael Doyle (gunner) in their fighter, Miss Me, of 132nd Fighter Wing, 17th Fighter Squadron during the Battle of Mendago Prime in 2192.  Stetson’s squadron was assigned to escort the 2nd Army’s drop ships and the 12th Ground Support Squadron during the initial phase of the invasion of Mendago Prime.  After meeting moderate but ineffective resistance en route to the planet, the drop ship formation was attacked by a large group of enemy star fighters in the upper atmosphere.  In order to protect the convoy, Stetson performed a head-on charge at a flight of twelve enemy star fighters attempting begin a strafing run on the troop drop ships.  The head-on maneuver forced the enemy ships to scatter in order to avoid a collision while Doyle shot down the stragglers with their remaining missiles.  This gave the drop ships the opportunity to land and begin the invasion but put Miss Me in range of the defensive ground batteries.  

Miss Me then continued to provide fighter cover for the 12th Ground Support Squadron as they attacked the ground batteries.  They managed to bring down five more enemy fighters before their heavy shields gave out.  Stetson and Doyle were subsequently shot down by one of the defensive ground batteries, but were quickly rescued by the same ground forces they had escorted safely to the surface.
